As you can see, we have again received another incredible amount, £12,179.05 to be precise, as a direct 
result of your Faith into Action contributions. Your support for this Archdiocesan-initiated fundraising 
project has been simply magnificent! Although most contributions should now have ceased, we do expect to 
receive one further pay-out by the end of this calendar year. Hopefully, many of you who contributed to 
that scheme will feel able to respond positively to Fr. McGrorry’s recent letter asking for your continued 
support in respect of the Church Project. 
 

The two other main items of interest relate to payments. The first payment of note was the £3,086 which 
was the remaining payment in respect of our acoustic upgrades which have enhanced the sound systems in 
the Church and both halls. Specifically, we purchased acoustic drapes, speakers and microphones. 
 
During the month we also received our quarterly gas bill (to the end of April) for the Church and halls and 
this sum of £2,387 accounted for most of the heat and light expense during the month – thank goodness it’s 
almost Summer!    
 

CHURCH PROJECT – No. 2 ACCOUNT 
 

Last month, £2,930 was added to the Church Project account. The collection monies include £1,568.50 
received from standing orders and there was some income from hall rental, donations and teas / coffees. 
 

The account balance increased by £2,879 as there was a payment of £51 in respect of fund-raising expenses.
